Cost of Attending at Pomona College

The cost of attendance is what the college estimates it will cost to attend Pomona for one year. Included in the cost of
attendance are direct costs of tuition, fees, housing (if the student is living on campus) and food, and indirect cost
estimates for boks, supplies, personal expenses, and transportation.

Students that live off campus or with parents will have a housing and food budget based on an average expense for ea
housing arrangement. The average is determined from surveying students living off campus to determine the average
amount that is spent otiving expenses, along with data from housing surveys for students in California and across the
u.s.

Students who enroll in the student health insurance plan (SHIR)ilked for the cost, typically half the cost in the fall
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semester and half the cost in the spring semester.

Students should expect to pay for books, supplies, living expenses, and transportation to and from college during scho
closure (winter and summer). These are out of pocket expenses that you will incur, which will vary according to your
needs and spendmhabits. We include an estimated amount in your cost of attendance for the purposes of
determining your financial aid. Should your costs be higher than estimated, you may provide the Office of Financial Aid
with documentation to request loan funding. Serautside scholarship donors may allow their scholarship funds to

offset these additional expenses.

During the semester in which you are on a Financial Aid Warning, you continue to receive
financial aid fundingAt the end of the Financial Aid Warning semester, if you have regained SAP by raising your
cumulative GPA to 2.0 or higher and achieving a cumulative 67% completion rate, you will resume good standing as it
relates to Financial Aid SAP status.

If after a semester of Financial Aid Warning you have not regained SAP status you lose eligibility for financial aid. You
be notified by the Office of Financial Aid that you have lost eligibility for financial aid due to SAP. You can appeal to
reinstae your financial aid.

Financial Aid SAP Appeal:

If you are not meeting SAP standards you can petition for reconsideration of your eligibility for financial aid by
submitting a written appeal. An appeal must include the following:

¢ An explanation of the extenuating circumstances that occurred, beyond the students control, that resulted in
the failure to meet SAP requirements

e An explanation of what has changed between then and now that will allow the student to regain their SAP
eligibility

¢ An academic plan, developed in conjunction with their academic advisor, that outlines the students plan to
regain SAP eligibility

Extenuating circumstances can vary for students, but some examples for appeal are:

e Documented medical condition, serious illness or accident

e Documented learning disability

o Death of a family member or friend

e Domestic violence

e Involuntary call to active military duty

e Documented change in conditions of employment

e Other extraordinary/emergency circumstances, such as natural disasters.

Your appeal and academic plan must be submitted to the Office of Financial Aid before the end of the semester for

Loans and Student Employment

Selfhelp aid requires workor compensation or repayment of leimterest student loans. Eligibility for these programs is
determined annually and requires that the FAFSA be filed each Pesnona studerd are notrequiredor expectedo
borrow to meet their determined finanal contribution, butsome families may wish twonsider loans as a useful
resource tafinancethe cost of college.

It is important for borrowers to maintain records of their indebtedness in order to plan for the future. Pomona provides
loan counseling for all students at entrance and upon graduation or leave, to ensure that the borrower understands all
the details of low and when to repay educational loans.

Per California statute, Pomona provides an annual letter to student borrowers with an estimate of their cumulative
principal loan debt from federal, state and private educational loans; the potential total payoff amount or a range of the
total payoff amoum; the monthly estimated repayment amount for the student loans borrowed assuming a 10 year
repayment plan under current federal loan interest rates.

Eligibility for tre PLUS loan depends owcradit check that determines whether the parent has any adverse credit
history. In addition, parents and their dependent child must be titiens or eligible noncitizens, must not be in
default on any federal education loans or owe an overpayment on a federal education grant, and must meet other
general eligibility requirements for the Federal Student Aid programs.

A parent who has adverse credit may still borrow a PLUS loan by securing an endorser who does not have any advers
credit history. In some cases, a parent may be able to obtain a PLUS loan if there are extenuating circumstances relate
to the adverse crediistory.

If a parent is denied a PLUS loan and opts not to secure an endorser or appeal the credit decision, the student become
eligible for increased unsubsidized federal Direct Stafford loan limits, the same limits as are available to independent
students.

However, parents may defer repayment while the student is enrolled
on at least a halfime basisParent borrowers may make arrangements with their loan servicer to defer payments while
their child is enrolled in school.

Interest rates and origination fees can vary by lender. Approval of an alternative loan is contingent upon credit approva
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Students who are receiving need based financial aid through Pomona College are eligible for grant funds to pay for
Pomona PE course fees and academic course fees. PE courses through Claremont McKenna, Harvey Mudd, Scripps

Pitzer are not eligible forrgnt assistance to cover the course fees. Students who enroll in CMS (Joint) PE courses with ¢
fee will be responsible for the additional cost of the PE class.
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International students may request grant assistance from the Office of Financial Aid to the maximum of $1,800 for one
round trip home during their 4ear enrollment. This assistance cannot be used to travel home after graduation. If
grant funds are usetb bring you to campus in the fall of your freshman year, you may not request additional grant aid
from our office for an additional round trip ticket home.

Computers

There is no mandatory requirement for a basic computer for students at Pomona. Students may request a loan to the
maximum of $1,800 for the cost of a computer at one time during their first three years of enrollment. Please be aware
that students in thei senior year are not eligible to request a loan for a computer.

Living Off Campus

The budget for all financial aid students includes the cost of the average housing and meal plan per semester. For
students living off campus, the financial aid budget is less than the cost to live in campus housing. This reduction
represents the lower gpenses associated with living in off campus housing and reduced food costs. The reduction in
the financial aid budget will result in a dohlr-dollar reduction in Pomona Scholarship.

When living off campus, the student may use the refund from financial aid grants and loans (if any exist on the student
account) to help pay for off campus expenses. The Office of Financial Aid does not advance funds to pay for rent or
security deposits &fore the school year has begun.

Students who choose to live at home with their parents will see their financial aid budget reduced.

These outside awards will disburse to your account after the funds are received from the donor/lender. If you are
expecting to have aredit balance on your student account, you must take into consideration the source of all funds and
the timing of their application to your student account. Under no circumstances will funds be released to a student
unless an actual credit balance is aablié on the account.

Billing Statement

The Office of Student Accounts provides a statement each month, detailing your student account billing and financial a
activity. You are responsible to review this monthly statement. If your account is credited with more funds than you
owe Pomona, yowill receive a refund check from the Pomona Business Office for the amount of your credit balance. If
the credit balance is the result of a Parent PLUS Loan disbursement the refund check will be issued to the parent or th
student (if specified by the pant borrower during the application process). Refunds are not available until the term
begins and may be requested from the Office of Student Accounts.
